SHIPPING MERCHANDISE:
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When entering sales orders for a warehouse thanhéisbin turned on, the order entry
program will automatically assign a bin locatioretch line item. If you wish to view or
change the bin locations assigned simply clickhenlot/loc icon on the toolbar when in
update mode and in the line detail section of tlieioentry screen.

PRINT PICKING TICKET

The bin locations assigned during order entry puilht on the picking ticket so the
warehouse personnel know where to get the itéfhs. items will print in alpha numeric
bin location order.

It is very important that the warehouse personnel be trained to pelktdém from the

After entering the bin quantities and if the TO alawuse is also location controlled this
screen will display so you can select the bin liocet the merchandise will be put into. A
list if bins the item is already in will display bifi you want to select a new bin location
for the item simply zoom from the bin location @iéb select additional bin locations.
